Race course: The sprint&slalom races will be held on Central Europe’s most demanding artificial 

slalom course which has hosted many European Cups as well as numerous Czech 

Cup Series events (length 600 m). The downriver race will pass the slalom course as 

well and will go on through the easy curves of river Trnavka (5 km). 
 

Further:  The 2012 World Cup Series race on Trnavka is a C level event and therefore there 

are no restrictions on entries. All teams are welcome to come and compete.
